Instructions for the Submittal of Detail Plans or General Plan for Public Water Systems  

As stated by section 6109.07 of the Ohio Revised Code and section 3745-91-02 of the Ohio Administrative Code, “No 
person shall begin construction or installation of a public water system, or make a substantial change in a public water 
system, until plans therefor have been approved by the director of environmental protection.”  

A public water system is defined as a system that has either 15 service connections or serves at least 25 individuals 
sixty days out of the year.  

A person applying for plan review of a public water supply system pursuant to section 6109.07 of the Ohio Revised Code 
shall pay a fee of $150 plus 0.35% of the estimated project cost; however, the total fee shall not exceed $20,000. The fee 
for review of a general plan is $150.00 (flat rate). The fee shall be paid at the time the application is submitted. The fee 
shall be made payable to: Treasurer, State of Ohio.

All detail plan submittals are to contain the following:  
1. 1. Water Supply Data Sheet (1 copy) 
2. 2. Review Fee 
3. 3. Detail Plans on engineering paper (usually 24"x36") (3 sets) 
4. 4. Technical specifications if applicable (1 copy) 
5. 5. Appropriate endorsements (Owner, P.E., plan preparer) as applicable 
6. 6. Submittal letter 

 
All general plan submittals are to contain the following:  
1. 1. Water Supply Data Sheet (1 copy) 
2. 2. Review Fee 
3. 3. General Plan Document (3 copies) 
4. 4. Appropriate endorsements (Owner, P.E., plan preparer) as applicable 
5. 5. Submittal letter 
 
In order to provide assistance with the preparation of detail plans, project summary sheets are 
available at www.epa.state.oh.us/ ddagw/pubs.html. These summary sheets cover waterline 
extensions, booster stations, storage tanks and pressure reducing valves. In addition, 
“Recommended Standards for Water Works” (10 States Standards) should be consulted during 
the preparation of detail plans. This document can be obtained by contacting Health Education 
Services at www.hes.org. If the project is to serve a small public water system, please consult 
Ohio EPA’s “Guidelines for Design of Small Public Water Systems”. In addition, if the proposed 
improvements are for a new community or non-transient non-community public water system, or if 
the proposed improvements are being funded by the Ohio EPA Water Supply Revolving Load 
Account, a Capability Assurance Plan must be submitted for approval with the detail plants. If you
